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Pre-K for PA launched in January 2014 as a non-partisan issue campaign. Our goal is that by 2022,
every at-risk child will have access to a high-quality pre-kindergarten program and middle-income
families will more easily afford these services for their children.
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° Access to high-quality pre-k reduces grade repetition and special education costs.

e Students who benefit from high-quality pre-k are more likely to graduate high
school, enroll in higher education and have increased lifetime earnings.

e At-risk youth with access to high-quality pre-k are less likely to commit crime later in life.

e Over the long term, every dollar invested in high-quality pre-k returns the commonwealth $4 in
savings and benefits in the form of reduced crime, increased earning power, and more.
